Faculty Guidelines for Honors Contract Options

The University Honors Program at CMU is intended to offer highly motivated and academically talented students opportunities for enhanced intellectual experiences. While most students complete their Honors requirements by taking special Honors courses, there are times when students seek to complete their Honors requirements in a non-Honors course.  If a student wishes to complete an Honors Contract within a course, we expect the student to fulfill additional requirements beyond the standard curriculum.  Only 300 level or above courses can be taken as an Honors Contract.  This additional Honors work should:

· Demonstrate initiative beyond syllabus expectations

· Display originality in handling the subject matter

· Produce a tangible outcome beyond that completed by non-Honors students

· Incorporate a process of extended inquiry and or independent research

There are numerous activities that would demonstrate the objectives above. The Contract option may also include the substitution of some or all classroom activities for individualized activities. Prerequisites and conventional testing may also be waived or substituted with more appropriate ones. The approved Honors faculty member and the student will determine which activities best fulfill the Honors Contract, with the approval of the Honors Program Director.  Contractual activities should include, but are not limited to, two or more of the following:
· Supplementary readings, reports or projects

· Attendance at appropriate related educational activities

· Independent research or self-instruction

· Classroom or professional presentations or performances

	Justification for Honors Contract

If you hope to use an Honors Contract to satisfy the Honors Protocol requirement you must provide written justification (and attach it to this form) that explains why you can ONLY fulfill this requirement by using the Honors Contract option and not by enrolling in a scheduled Honors course.  The Director of the Honors Program will review your Honors Contract Proposal Form to determine whether or not your request will be approved.  Please note that Honors Contracts are granted in rare circumstances and only when enrolling in regular Honors courses is not possible during the current or future semesters.

Honors students may petition a professor of a non-Honors course to undertake Honors study in that course. This Contract should clearly state what the plan for Honors study will be, as well as how it will be carried out and evaluated.  It must be signed by the approved Honors Faculty professor and student and be reviewed by the Honors Program for final approval. To receive Honors credit for an Honors Contract, students must receive a grade of B- or better and satisfactorily complete the requirements of the Honors Contract.
Two copies will be made by the Honors Office and distributed as follows: (1) student, (2) professor. The original is kept on file in the Honors Program Office. Honors Contracts are to be submitted to the Honors Program Office no later than the first day of class of the semester in which the work is to be completed. This early deadline allows the student an opportunity to make alternate plans in a timely manner (such as enrolling in an Honors course) should the Honors Contract be denied. Students should plan to meet with the faculty member during the semester prior to the semester in which the Honors Contract is desired to outline the objectives of the Honors Contract. The Honors Program will notify the Registrar in writing of the students who are taking non-Honors courses for Honors credit. Upon completion of the course the instructor places the earned grade on the grade report form (sent by the Registrar’s Office) followed by an “H.” The “H” indicates that the student successfully completed Honors study and the grade indicates the quality of the work.
