Personal Safety 

Always be alert and aware 

of the people around you  

Whenever possible, travel 

with a friend 

If you carry a purse, carry it 

securely between your arm 

and your body  

Have your car keys in your 

hand so you don’t have to 

linger before entering your 

car 

Always lock your door and 

windows whenever you 

leave your room 
Avoid studying in overly 

secluded areas — study with 

others or in areas where 

there are other people 
Do not leave your 

belongings unattended  
Always let someone know 

where you’ll be going and 

when you can be expected 

back  
Do not leave messages on 

your door that you are away 

and what time you will 

return  
 

Staying Safe On-Line 
 

Regularly update anti-virus 

software with definitions to 

the latest “bugs” circulating 
Don’t open an email 

attachment even if it looks 

like its from a  friend or 

coworker unless you are 

expecting it or know what it 

contains  
Use passwords that have at 

least eight characters and 

include numbers or symbols. 

Avoid common words and 

personal information  
Install a firewall.  A 

properly configured firewall 

makes it tougher for hackers 

to locate your computers 

and get into your programs 

Crime Prevention 

Bicycle Safety 
 

Ride with traffic or use bike 

paths whenever possible 

Use hand signals when turning 

or stopping.  

Use reflectors, reflective tape, 

or other similar devices on 

bikes or on your clothing  

Do not wear any headset cov-

ering, or earplugs in both ears  

Lock your bicycle by placing a 

chain or cable through both 

wheels, the frame and around 

a stationary object.  If you use 

a bicycle rack, place the chain 

or cable through one wheel 

and the frame  

Register your bike on-line with 

the CMU Police department at

Campus Safety 
Park in well-lit, well-traveled areas of 

parking lots  
Do not keep valuables in your car —  

If you must, keep them in the trunk 

where they are out of sight 
Always lock car doors after entering 

or leaving your car  
If you think you are being followed, 

drive to a public place or the CMU 

Police Department  
Learn all locations of all campus blue 

light locations 
Walk with confidence — Criminals 

can often sense when you feel vulner-

able, and this may entice them 
Take advantage of night time trans-

portation services—Safe Rides  
Do not loan your room key to anyone 

Immediately report lost keys to the 

hall desk
