GRACE L. RYAN PRIZE 

The Grace L. Ryan Prize, established in 1992, serves to recognize and honor deserving undergraduate students 
majoring within the Department of Physical Education and Sport or Business.  The prize is given to assist the 
recipient in his/her academic pursuits at Central Michigan University. 
 
The Selection Committee will consist of three (3) members of the Department of Physical Education and Sport 
faculty as well as student members of the Student Advisory Committee.  One (1) scholarship will be awarded 
annually.  The approximate amount of the prize is $400-$700.  Amounts over $300 will be distributed over two 
(2) semesters.  The money will be distributed in the Fall semester following notification. 
 
Eligibility Requirements: 

1. Applicant must be a full-time student having completed a minimum of 36 hours at the time of 
application.  Applicant must submit an unofficial copy of their transcript (available from Warriner 

212) with their application. 
2. Applicant must have a signed major within the Department of Physical Education and Sport.  

Applicant must submit a copy of their signed major with their application. 
 
Evaluation Criteria: 

1. University academic performance (grade point average) – minimum 2.5 GPA 
2. University leadership 
3. Non-university leadership 
4. University recognition 
5. University co-curricular activities 
6. Quality of application (i.e., endorsement forms, application, personal interview) 
7. Preference given to teachers and/or coaches
