Eyewitness lab facilities across the two departments include large multi-purpose data collection facilities allowing for simultaneous collection of data from up to 20 participants, access to software programming expertise, large undergraduate and community-based participant pools and state-of-art multifunction eyetracker facilities. The eyewitness group (both at Adelaide and Flinders) includes a large active cohort of PhD and post-doctoral researchers involved in research across a wide variety of areas in eyewitness psychology. 

Adelaide is a city of 1.1 million people and has a Mediterranean climate, also boasts some of the best wine regions in the world. The city is easy to navigate and has significantly lower cost of living than many Australian capital cities. 

Applicants will need to be available to start their candidature in July 2009.
