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Substitute Teaching Policy for Student Teachers

Candidates enrolled in EDU 458 (Student Teaching Field Experience) may be employed as a substitute teacher under the following conditions:

1. The student teacher must apply and be granted permission by the district to serve as a substitute teacher.

2. The student teacher may only substitute teach in the assigned classroom(s) of his/her cooperating teacher(s).

3. The student teacher must have successfully completed a minimum of five (5) weeks of student teaching prior to being permitted to substitute teach.

4. The student teacher may substitute for a maximum of five (5) days for every eight (8) weeks of student teaching during EDU 458.

5. The Director of Student Teaching will be notified by the student teacher’s university coordinator when an EDU student is employed as a substitute teacher.

6. The student teacher may substitute teach only with the prior permission of the building administrator, the classroom cooperating teacher and the university coordinator.

7. All assessments and evaluations of the teaching performance made during substitute teaching will become part of the student teacher’s professional teacher portfolio.
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
