1. Introductions: Tim Hall, History Chairperson & Chair of the Subject Matter Claim, and Tim Campbell, the CSS Assessment Coordinator, were introduced to the other chairpersons.
2. Website Review: L. Corbett reviewed the TEAC website, http://www.cmich.edu/ehs/x22064.xml, located on the TEPD homepage.  This webpage will be made available as a resource to the committee and intended to make the TEAC review process transparent to internal and external communities.  
3. Writing of Summary: A handout was distributed as a guide for developing the written summaries of each Claim Committee (See TEAC website: Resources).  The discussion focused on:  
a. Writing guidelines, such as, font, APA style, margin size, data tables, and a listing of examples from universities or colleges who have already completed the accreditation process.  

b. L. Corbett will update the handout, send a copy to each claims committee chair, and post it on the TEAC website.
c. N. Collings led a discussion on data table organization.  She raised many issues of continuity related to data analysis, use of common assessment instruments, and using consistent formats for developing data tables for the claim committee summary papers.  N. Collings will develop a data table template and have L. Corbett post it on the TEAC website.

d. T. Campbell will research the rationale used by Paula Serra, the previous CSS assessment coordinator, as to why which questions in the MDE surveys were selected for use by the claims committees.  He will email his findings to the committee members. 
4. Timeline Update:  L. Corbett informed the committee that, after reviewing the TEAC materials, there seems to be a discrepancy in the previously announced CMU timeline and the suggested TEAC timeline.  L. Corbett stated he wanted to further discuss this information with Ray Francis and Paula Serra before making any announcements regarding timelines.  L. Corbett will report back to the committee with his findings.
