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1. Stay competitive with the online course and program offerings from other universities and colleges.

a. More than 96% of the very largest institutions (more than 15,000 total enrollments) have online offerings (Make the Grade-Online Education in the United States, 2006, by the SLOAN-C).
b. About two-thirds of the very largest institutions have fully online programs.

2. Offer CMU quality education and programs to students who cannot come to the main campus.
3. Provide technology competency and readiness to CMU faculty and students and allow instructors and students to experience a different method of teaching that is highly interactive and relies heavily on communication between instructor and students.
4. Enrich the teaching experience of CMU faculty by interacting with students all over the world and from different cultures and educational backgrounds.
5. Enhance the learning experience of CMU students by interacting with their peers from all over the world and from different cultures and educational backgrounds.

6. Increase access to higher education for populations which are otherwise limited and underserved.
7. Offer life-long learning experience to traditional and non-traditional students.

8. Create a learning environment which is flexible, convenient, and accessible any time and any place.
9. Develop the character of students to be focused, organized, self-disciplined and self-motivated.
10. Increase the enrollment for off-campus programs, which in return benefits the main campus financially.
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
