Introduction

Central Michigan University (CMU) is a state university offering programs at the undergraduate,
master’s, specialist and doctoral levels located in Mount Pleasant, Michigan (MI). CMU has a
Baccalaureate degree completion program for those who have completed an associate degree or
Diploma certificate nursing program and registered nurse license. With increased interest in
nursing career by current and prospective CMU students, CMU has partnered with Mid
Michigan College (MID) to establish a Joint Nursing Education Pathway (JNEP) Program for
CMU students. MID is a two-year college chartered by the State of Michigan through the
Michigan constitution and the Community College Act of 1966. MID is located in Harrison, MI,
30 miles north of CMU. MID has a campus in Mount Pleasant as well. This JNEP have three
phases aimed at aiding the program students to earn their Bachelor of Science Degree in Nursing
(BSN) from CMU’s nursing program. Through this partnership, CMU students can obtain their
ADN/RN through educational support at the Mid Michigan College nursing program, then return
to CMU to complete their BSN in CMU’s program.

Components of the JNEP
Phase 1: Prerequisites at CMU
Phase 1 represents the time the student will spend taking CMU courses and completing
requirements for entry into the MID ADN/RN program. See “Sample CMU-MID JNEP Course
plan” for a generic example of a course for the three phases. During the phase one, the JNEP
student must complete the general application to MID, successfully complete the Health
Education Systems Incorporated (HESI) entrance examination and apply to the MID nursing
program. See JNEP CMU-MID Partnership Step by step guide for details. Phase 1 is anticipated
to take three to four semesters at CMU depending on the number of credits the student
transferred in on admission to CMU and at what point in their education they made the choice to

pursue nursing education.

Once the student expresses interest in the JNEP, they are placed into a specific pathway at
program enrollment, and they spend Phase 1 taking prerequisite courses at CMU so they can
qualify for the MID ADN/RN program. They also complete all facets of the application to the
MID’s ADN/RN program and are accepted and enrolled in it.
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CMU students who transfer into the CMU/MID JNEP program, are declaring a “provisional”
undergraduate major in nursing. During Phase 1 the student will remain at CMU under this
provisional major, as well as during Phase 2 when they begin coursework in the external
ADN/RN program in which they have enrolled. According to CMU policy, students who are
enrolled at CMU can forego enrolling in courses for three consecutive years without losing their

student status at CMU.

Grade requirements for entry to phase 2

e Students must earn a grade of C or higher for all phase one courses.

e A grade of B- or higher is required for HSC 214 - Human Anatomy (4 credits) and
HSC 215 - Human Physiology (4 credits).

o HSC 214 - Human Anatomy and HSC 215 - Human Physiology must be taken from
the same college or university.

e All phase one courses may be taken a maximum of two times. If a course needs to be
taken for a third time, the student is required to seek a course exemption.

e Overall GPA must be 2.9 or higher.

Phase 2: ADN/RN Program at MID

Mid Michigan College has two campuses, Harrison Campus and Mount Pleasant Campus. The
campus for phase two will depend on which semester the student begins Phase 2. A student
beginning phase 2 in the fall semester will be attending classes and laboratory experiences at the
Harrison campus, while the student entering phase 2 in the winter/spring semester will be at the
Mount Pleasant campus. The student completes four semesters of prelicensure nursing core
courses at MID. Phase 2 prepares the student to earn an associate degree in nursing (ADN) and
be eligible to take the National Council Licensure Examination for Registered Nurses (NCLEX-
RN). A student who successfully completes phase 2 and the NCLEX-RN exam with have the
title of associate degree registered nurse (ADN/RN).

Because Phase 2 is anticipated to take less than the maximum of three years that CMU students
may forego taking courses at CMU and still remain enrolled, there are no barriers for students
signing up for courses at CMU anytime during the end of Phase 2 or at the beginning of Phase 3

when they restart coursework at CMU.
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Important note about phase 2:

e Phase two nursing courses successfully completed at MID can only be transferred to
CMU’s BSN program to earn a BSN from CMU. The courses will otherwise not be
transferrable to CMU.

e While enrolled in phase 2 course work at MID, JNEP students are required to
adhere to all MID Nursing Program policies including clinical placement
requirements, grading scale, readmission process, etc.

e Students who are not successful in phase 2 of the program will not be able to complete
phase 3 at CMU. Therefore, it is crucial that the student use every resource available to
them from CMU and MID to ensure successful completion of phase two.

e The student who has successfully completed two full semesters of phase two of the
program can take up to 12 credits of phase 3 courses before earning the RN license.
Completion of phase 3 is not feasible without a valid RN license.

O The twelve credits can be taken during the summer semester or at the end of
phase two while preparing for the NCLEX examination.

e Students will not be able to take any courses at CMU during the fall and spring semester
when they are actively enrolled in nursing courses at MID. However, the student may opt
to take the 300 level RN to BSN courses online at CMU during the summer up to 12
credits.

e Reliable mode of transportation is required for phase 2. Phase 2 include clinical
experiences at different healthcare settings in the Tri City and Central Michigan areas.

Therefore, students must plan for reliable mode of transportation.

Phase 3: Return to CMU-Online RN to BSN

The student will be considered to have officially entered Phase 3 when Phase 2 is successfully
completed. In Phase 3, the student completes BSN coursework according to their already-
established course plan. Depending on the student’s available time and financial resources, Phase
3 can last as little as 10 months, but no longer than 18 months. At the end of Phase 3, the student
will graduate with their BSN from CMU, and complete the JNEP program. The phase 3 timeline
could be shorter than 10 months if the student takes advantage of completing up to 12 credits

during the summer semesters of the phase 2.

Summary of the three phases

Phase 1: This is the first phase of the CMU pipeline program. Specifically, students are
placed into a specific pathway at pipeline program enrollment, and they spend Phase 1
taking prerequisite courses at CMU so they can qualify for the MID’s ADN/RN program.
They also complete all facets of the application to the partner institution’s ADN/RN
program and are accepted and enrolled in it.

Phase 2: This is the second phase of the CMU pipeline program. Phase 2 begins when
the student begins coursework in the ADN/RN program at the partner institution in the
pathway in which they were placed. It ends when the student graduates with their ADN
from the partner institution and passes the NCLEX-RN examination. At that point, they
will have completed the prerequisites for the CMU BSN program and will be able to
return to CMU to complete their BSN.

Phase 3: This is the third and final phase of the CMU pipeline program. Phase 3 begins
when the student completes their ADN course work and achieves their RN through the
partner institution in the pathway to which the student was assigned. After completing the
ADN course work, the student will be required to obtain licensure by passing the
NCLEX-RN. Students are expected to take the NCLEX-RN examination within 60 days
of completing phase two. In Phase 3, the student completes their BSN coursework at

CMU and graduates.
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JNEP Process

Step 1
Students interested in the INEP program must make appointment immediately with their
academic advisor to discuss their interest and course plan for the program. At the end of this

meeting, the student will declare a ‘provisional’ undergraduate major in nursing.

Step two

The student with a ‘provisional” undergraduate major in nursing must meet with the CMU
Nursing Program Director to review the JNEP program requirements and sign required
documents as well as receive HESI exam preparation book. The HESI prep books are loaned to
students and must be returned undamaged to the nursing office immediately following successful

completion of the HESI exams.

Note: The student will not be considered officially enrolled into the JNEP program until the

completion of the meeting with the Nursing Program Director following step one.
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During the step two meeting, student will be required to sign the documents (Appendix A to C).

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Mid Michigan College ADN/RN program

Both MID campuses each have their own ADN/RN programs and are under the direction of
Dean of Health Sciences, Ms. Wieszciecinski. Dean of Health Sciences provides oversight of the
program as it operates on both the Harrison and Mount Pleasant campuses. In addition to Dean
of Health Sciences, Ms. Wieszciecinski is the Director of Nursing for the Mt. Pleasant campus
and Ms. Corner is Director of Nursing for the Harrison campus. However, the campuses operate
on different schedules. For the MID Harrison Campus, students submit applications during the
Spring term, and if accepted, enter the ADN/RN program in the following Fall term. But for the
MID Mount Pleasant campus, students seeking to enter the ADN/RN program submit their
applications during a Fall term, and if accepted, begin courses at MID in the following Spring
term.

For the students in the CMU/MID JNEP program HESI exam and application to the program

must be completed as shown in table 1.

e All HESI examination are completed at the Mt. Pleasant Campus. Students should arrive
with their state and university issued ID and a check, cash, or money order for $70.00 at
9am for the HESI exam.

e Ifthe MID’s Mt. Pleasant campus is closed for unforeseen reasons, the HESI exam will be
rescheduled, and all the students will be notified via their CMU email.

Information session for winter/spring start.

Students are required to attend Welcome Day and Orientation Day when accepted into the MID
nursing program for phase two. Due to the short turnaround time for the students admitted for the
winter/spring start at the Mt. Pleasant campus, information session may be scheduled virtually
immediately following the HESI examination. Information sessions are mandatory for all
students admitted to the program. Students must review and begin gathering the documents listed

in appendix F titled ‘CMU/Mid JNEP Post Mid admission requirements.’

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Very important information about Phase two of the program
Time commitment

The time commitment for the phase 2 of the CMU/MID JNEP is very intense. Students
can expect to spend over 30 hours of classroom, lab and clinical practice time. This time
does not include study time and preparation time for class, lab, and clinical practice.
Working fulltime or more than 20 hours per week while in phase 2 of the program will be
very challenging. The support of your family and friends are crucial for this phase of the

program.

Expectations

Criminal Background Check. Immediately after admission students must complete a
criminal background check. Students will need to complete their Criminal Background
Check (the Livescan request form and instructions are attached). Criminal Background

Check MUST be completed by Welcome Day.

Final acceptance to the nursing program is pending until a clear CBC is received. After
completing the CBC fingerprinting, the student MUST return the original “Livescan
Fingerprint Request Form” on Welcome Day. The student will be notified if any charges

are reported on the CBC.

Drug Screening. Students must purchase the urine drug screening (UDS) through
Corporate Screening. UDS MUST be completed by Welcome Day. When students create
their Corporate Screening account, they will be directed to complete the UDS within 72

hours of creating their account.
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Basic Life Support (BLS). Students are expected to complete Basic Life Support (BLS)
prior to the beginning of their phase 2. You are encouraged to complete the course the
semester before or immediately after you apply to the MIDs program. CPR programs
must be “professional” including Adult, child, infant, AED along with bag-mask and

two-person CPR *First Aid or Adult CPR stand alone ARE NOT acceptable.

Immunization record. Students must review appendix F for the full list of
immunization records that must be current and uploaded on admission to the phase two of

the program.

Clinical experiences. Students will be assigned clinical placements in a variety of
settings throughout the phase two. Students are expected to consistently perform the
physical demands of nursing — standing/walking for up to 12 hours while in the clinical
area, lifting up to 50 pounds, and assisting in lifting, transferring, ambulating, and

repositioning patients.

Student support. The role of a student nurse is physically, emotionally, and cognitively
challenging. Please keep in mind that you have the support of your faculty members and

health care staff at CMU and Mid Michigan College.

This letter of commitment confirms my commitment to fulfilling all of the requirements students are expected
to fulfill when completing CMU BSN pipeline program.

I confirm that I understand the following about the BSN pipeline program:

o Three Phases — The pipeline has three phases.

0 In Phase 1, I will complete prerequisites for the Mid ADN/RN program while at CMU, and
successfully apply and get accepted into the Mid ADN/RN program.

O In Phase 2, I will complete the ADN/RN program at Mid Michigan College.

0 In Phase 3, I will complete the requirements for the BSN at CMU and graduate.

o Student Status — Throughout my entire pipeline program participation, I will maintain student status
at CMU, even while not taking credits at CMU. I will have a provisional Nursing major. During Phase
2, I will also become a student of Mid until I complete their program. At that time, if I have financial
aid, it will need to be transferred to Mid, and be transferred back to CMU for Phase 3.

e Advisor — Throughout all phases of the pipeline program, I will have an academic advisor who is a
faculty in the CMU BSN program.

I will be expected to adhere to this course plan throughout the pipeline
program, and if it needs revision, I will work immediately with my CMU advisor to revise it.

e Required course grades — The student must earn a grade of C or higher in all prerequisite courses.
For HSC 214 (Anatomy) and HSC 215 (Physiology) the student must earn a grade of B- or higher.
The student must also pass the HESI exam to be admitted.

e HSC 214 - Human Anatomy and HSC 215 - Human Physiology must be taken from the same
college or university.

o All phase one courses may be taken a maximum of two times. If a course needs to be taken for a
third time, the student is required to seek a course exemption.

e Overall GPA must be 2.9 or higher.

o Successful completion of the HESI examination

e Cost and timing — I understand that to complete all phases of the pipeline program, the tuition cost is
estimated at approximately $40,000. This does not include other academic costs outside of tuition. It is
also true that if I adhere to my course plan to be most efficient in the timing of my academic tasks,
once I complete the pipeline program, I will have graduated with an Associate Degree in Nursing
(ADN) from Mid, will hold a current registered nurse (RN) license in the State of Michigan, and will
hold a bachelor’s degree in Nursing (BSN) from CMU.
