Or bike to the base of Walhalla where there is a
neoclassical white marble temple inspired by the
Parthenon in Athens.

For those in a festive mood, head to one of Bavaria's
most beautiful and romantic Christmas Markets at Thurn
and Taxis, where you can watch artisans make their
unique arts and crafts.
